Sunshing in combination with moisture
cause most of the problems in regard to
the exterior of our homes. Moisture is
trapped batwaen the building material and
the coating on the surface when the sun
warmns and then heats. In the case of
paint, the bond is destroyed and the paint
staris to come off,

Here are a few tips for your
exterior painting project

‘ WHEN TO PAINT

With oil-based paint, the time for
repainting is when it has lost its gloss,
or just before. Depending on paint
quality and the amount of direct
sunlight, allow & to 10 years between
recoating as a general rule of thumb.

[ With water-based paint, the range of

‘ finishes are many so it is not as easy
to gauge. A good rule; recoal any time
after 4 years and before 6 years,

PEELING OR FLAKING

If paint is coming off down to the
unpainted surface it is either caused by
dampness or improper priming. If
painted surfaces are disagreeing with
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each other it's because of poor quality
paint or painting over a surface that is

soiled or too shiny

BLISTERING

If you were to paint a wood or metal
doar in April or early May with a paint
that will have a glossy finish when dry,
ihe chances are that the door wil
develop blisters in June or July.

When the exterior surface is not warm
anough, the new paint simply dries
without adhering to the previous coat
of paint.

PRIMERS

You do not always have to prime.

If the surface is soiled with dirt, or
oxidized paint, wash most of it off,
then prime. If you oo wash the
surface, ensure the surface is very
dry before priming. There is no need
to prime if the surface to recoat is in
good condition.

TEMPERATURE

If it is not painful to touch, then it is
okay to paint. Just be sure that the
surface you are going over is not
really glossy and the paint you are
applying is of first quality. Sand
glossy surfaces before recoating.
CHOOSING COLOURS
Continuity is the essence of good
decorating. The different coloured
building materials on the exterior of
your house should flow from one to
another without harsh lines. The
siding should blend with the brick, the
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stonewark should flow to the doors,
gaves, roof etc. Itis not necessary
that these colours madeh, but, they
should be related.

EXTERIOR

For all coatings used outside, the words
'for exterior use’ wil be printed on the
label. Exterior coatings allow for heat
expansion and contain uitraviolet light
blockers to extend the life of the colour.
